The Clerk reported that, linked to the ongoing consultation on libraries in Somerset, County Council staff had requested a meeting with members of the Town Council to discuss possible community involvement in Crewkerne library.  Cllrs. Best and Hodgson kindly volunteered to support such a meeting, although all Councillors were in agreement that any such meeting would be on the understanding that it did not pre-determine the outcome of the consultation.
The Clerk pointed out to Councillors that the next Policy and Resources Committee meeting had been brought forward from June to April, to take account of the forthcoming change in the Data Protection legislation, with the 1998 Data Protection Act being superseded by the General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR), and the consequent need to amend Council policies.  A recent note issued by SALC had reported that the Government was still to make a decision on how the GDPR’s requirement for a data protection officer was to be interpreted by town and parish councils, although the NALC recommendation was that this was not a suitable role for the Clerk/RFO.  SALC had also advised that they would be arranging training opportunities for staff and Councillors on GDPR, once the uncertainties over the application of GDPR to town and parish councils had been ironed out.
